Pack 3143 Pinewood Derby Rules – 2012
Rules for Scouts and Siblings:

1. Each car must pass inspection by the official inspection committee before it will be allowed to compete.  Inspection will be completed at check-in and the cars will be impounded by race officials until after the races are complete.  Corrections may be made during the check-in time to bring the car into specification but must be completed prior to the close of check-in.  Space and some basic tools will be provided for this purpose.  Please come early to the check-in.
2. Cars are to be built only from the Cub Scout Derby Grand Prix Pinewood Derby kit, using the wooden block, wheels and axles provided in the kits. Details such as Steering Wheel, Driver, Decals, Painting, and Interior Details are permissible as long as these details do not exceed the maximum length, width and weight specifications and are firmly attached to the car. 
3. The Cub Scout must be involved in making his car; no purchased complete cars are permitted.  Cars are to be built new for this year's derby.  Cars raced in previous year events are not eligible to be raced.

4. Maximum car weight:  5.0 ounces.  The official race scale shall be considered final.
5. Dimensions:  Maximum car length is 7 inches, maximum car width is 2 ¾ inches, width between wheels is to be 1 ¾”, minimum clearance underneath car is 3/8”.
6. The wheels supplied with the kit must be used.  The wheels may not be cut, drilled, beveled or rounded. You may lightly sand the wheels to remove burrs.
7. The axles supplied with the kit must be used.  You may polish and lubricate the axles and may also remove burrs.
8. Only dry lubricants such as graphite or powdered teflon "white lube" will be allowed for lubricating the wheels.  Lubrication must be performed prior to inspection.
9. Wheel bearings, washers or bushings are prohibited as are any loose parts or springs of any sort.  Also, no starting devices, moving parts or engines of any sort; the car must be freewheeling.  No part of the car body should extend past the starting pin.
10. Please have your Scout name his car.  While all cars will be given an official race number, we believe that names will add to the overall fun and excitement, particularly when the cars are announced prior to the racing and during the awards ceremony.
Rules for Adults:

1. None, with the following exceptions:

2. Car may not obstruct other cars on the track.
3. Car wheelbase must allow it to ride correctly on the track.
The Race:

1. All cars will be run in classes broken down by Scout rank; i.e., Tiger, Wolf, Bear, Webelos I, Webelos II, Siblings and Adults.
2. All entrants will be run a total of 4 times; once on each track lane in order to eliminate issues with fast or slow lanes.  The best 3 times will be scored and combined into a total score. 
Awards:

1. Awards will be given in 2 distinct categories:  Speed and Design.  Cars may win both categories.

2. Speed awards:

a. Trophies will be awarded for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place finishers in each Scout rank.
b. Trophies will be awarded for overall 1st, 2nd and 3rd place finishers in the Pack.
c. Medals will be awarded for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place finishers for Siblings and also for Adults.
3. Design awards:  Medals will be awarded for the following categories:
